Golf Policies

Spikes – Pinehurst is a non-metal, non-ceramic golf spike facility.  Metal golf spikes are prohibited
on all eight golf courses. Alternative spikes, such as Softspikes, are required.  Spike replacement
services are available to Pinehurst guests at each of the fourgolf clubhouse facilities.

Attire – Walking shorts or slacks are required for men; walking shorts or skirts are required for
women.  No “cutoffs” or short-shorts are permitted. Shirts with collars and sleeves also are required.

Cell Phones – The use of cellular phones while on Pinehurst courses and practice facilities are
discouraged.

AESC - Individual Golf Prices

The Club has negotiated special pricing on all of the Pinehurst courses for its members during their
stay at the resort.  If you wish to book golf other than during one of our scheduled outings, you may
do so after having made your room reservation.  The AESC golf prices* are as follows:
